       Rules and Regulations of the          
       Wymore Country Club
All play at Wymore Country Club is governed by U.S.G.A. Rules except as governed by the local rules listed below.

Out of Bounds – All out of bounds marked by white stakes and or fences.  These are left of fairways and greens Nos. 1 thru 8. 

Penalty: 2 strokes

Water Hazard – Pond on Nos. 1 and 6, hit second ball from point of entry. Penalty: 1 stroke.  Pond on No. 9, hit second ball from tee.  Penalty: 2 strokes.

Winter rules – Ball lie may be improved one club length not nearer the hole, in your own fairway.  Penalty for improving lie: 2 strokes or loss of hole (Match play).

Ball Lost – Stroke and Distance penalty.

Ball Unplayable – Options: Penalty one stroke for dropping behind point where ball lies or two club lengths from point of ball not nearer the hole, or stroke and distance penalty.

Trees – New trees: Drop clear without penalty so neither ball or club will injure tree.  Older trees: Ball played as it lies. 

Other Rules – 
· Fence around course: Free drop, two club lengths not nearer the hole.

· Balls in drought creek, animal hole, wheel mark or on cart paths may be dropped clear without penalty.

· Protective screens are not hazards. Drop clear without penalty
